This iris print is a 15.75x19.75-inch image entitled “Dasha” from Tenneson’s Light Warriors series and is printed on a 17x22-inch sheet of watercolor paper. Bidding began on March 1, 2001 and will be held through private emails, with the high bids regularly updated on the site (www.photoalley.com/pa/communityAuction.cfm.) Bidders are kept anonymous. Bidding ends at 11:59 PST on March 31, 2001. 

The Joyce Tenneson auction is the second in a series of PhotoAlley charity auctions. The inaugural PhotoAlley.com auction of a 16x20-inch John Sexton original photograph which took place last month brought in a final bid of $800. All proceeds have gone to the Elizabeth Glaser Pediatric AIDS Foundation. The auctioned 16x20-inch, archivally processed black-and-white photograph is the cover image from Sexton’s new book entitled Places of Power. It was hand printed by John Sexton, and signed by the photographer.  The print was mounted and overmatted on 22x28-inch 100% rag archival museum board. The winning bid also received a signed copy of John Sexton’s new book Places of Power.

Haunting, ethereal, pensive, mystical, disturbing—all of these words describe the photographic style of Joyce Tenneson. Her pictures command a complex and intense emotional response from the viewer, something that has made Tenneson one of the most respected photographers of our time. She has been described critically as "one of America’s most interesting portrayers of the human figure." Her work is a mysterious alchemy of sensuality and spirituality lit in an almost otherworldly glow.

Tenneson’s personal work has been shown in over 100 exhibitions worldwide and is included in many museum and private collections. Her photographs have appeared in many of the top magazines domestically and internationally and she is the author of six books. Her newest book, entitled Light Warriors, published by Bulfinch/Little, Brown & Company - 2000, features a stunning black and white portrait series of women.

Tenneson is the recipient of numerous awards and fellowships including the International Center of Photography’s Infinity Award for best applied photography. In 1990, she was named "Photographer of the Year" by the international organization, Women in Photography.
